However, the benefits of involving
dogs are highly dependent on the animal's health and behavior. A dog exhibiting negative behavior or an
unwell dog might pose a risk, especially for CAl target groups, specifically individuals with immunosuppression,
chronic illness, children, elderly, etc. [testo tratto da: Meers LL et Al., Canine-Assisted Interventions and the
Relevance of Welfare Assessments for Human Health, and Transmission of Zoonosis: A Literature Review.

Results indicate that dogs working in CAls are required to cope with diverse
variables that can jeopardize their welfare. In conclusion, we propose regular welfare assessments for dogs in
CAls, which would also protect the quality of the CAl sessions and the clients' safety and well-being. [testo
tratto da: Meers LL et Al., Canine-Assisted Interventions and the Relevance of Welfare Assessments for
Human Health, and Transmission of Zoonosis: A Literature Review.
