Other information Visas 
Students and staff who are not citizens of the UK, Switzerland, or a country in the European 
Economic Area (the EU plus Norway, Iceland and Liechtenstein) may need to apply for a visa to enter 
Ireland. Ireland is not part of the Schengen area, and staff and students who hold a Schengen visa 
and/or an Italian residence permit still need an Irish visa to enter the country. The average visa 
processing time is between 2 and 3 months. However, they can take more or less time, depending on 
the applicant's nationality and the country they are applying from. The applicants should consult the 
Irish Embassy or Consulate in the country they are applying from regarding the exact visa processing 
times.
